Safety Rules

· All boat occupants must supply their own and wear appropriately sized, properly fastened U.S. Coast Guard-approved life jackets.

· The passenger area of the boat must not be permanently enclosed above the shoulders of the occupants. Each occupant must be visible while the boat is in the water.

· Boats must be free of sharp edges or anything that could pose a danger.

· Consumption of alcoholic beverages or other substances that might impair a participant's judgment will not be permitted before or during the race. No alcohol is permitted. All participants must be able to swim.

Boat Construction Rules

· Boats must not exceed $50 in cost of production.

· All boats must be built of corrugated cardboard.  Other acceptable materials are duct tape, glue, caulking, one part expanding foam and paint.  No cardboard and wood, no cardboard and plastic, no cardboard and metal. The only exceptions are the oars. These exceptions are not considered part of the boat and can be made of materials other than cardboard. Any boat suspected of using anything other than corrugated cardboard will be disqualified.

· All boats must be human-powered. No motors.

· Waterproofing of your boat is acceptable with one-part waterproofing substances. A two part substance is any that require the addition of a catalyst or harder. This eliminates epoxy glue, fiberglass, and certain varnishes.

· Duct tape is allowed to reinforce stress points and seams, no more than 6 inches in width. Your boat cannot be wrapped in duct tape.

· Expanding foam can be used at seams or corners and in the interior of the boat to add flotation.

· All boats must have a 10 foot rope and fender (or empty clean tide bottle) securely attached to the boat. The rope and fender are to be used to locate and assist in recovery of a submerged boat.

Race Rules

· Each boat must have a designated Captain. The Captain must check in at the registration area on the day of the race. Boats not registered on time will be disqualified.

· Crews must start the race in their boats.

· Participants must correctly navigate the race course.

· All crew members must be in the boat as it crosses the finish line.

· Any boat and/or crew not ready to race at the designated time will be disqualified.

· Participants must retrieve their boat — or its remains — from the water and dispose of it properly before leaving the race area.

· A participant may compete in more than one class or category; however, the rules of each class entered must be followed, and a different boat must be raced in each category. A participant racing in multiple events must register for each event and cover each registration cost.
· Class or category will be determined on race day, based on the boats that enter by the race committee.
· Any race can be cancelled at anytime due to unsafe conditions.
